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2015 ANNUAL MEETING

St. Thomas held its Annual Meeting on Sunday, January 11, 2015. This is
a summary of the meeting. To see the reports in their entirety, contact the
office. View meeting photos on the church Facebook page.

The Reverend Whitney Rice gave the opening prayer for the 2015 Annual
Meeting.

In the absence of Laura Skimina, Karen Smith was elected Clerk of the
Annual Meeting. The 2014 Annual Meeting Minutes were unavailable to
review and approve. (2014 Minutes are available in the office.)

Deacon Report by Archdeacon Ron Goldfarb: Twenty-five people were
serviced with housing requests; many referrals were given to those
seeking help with food and other assistance; as Archdeacon for the
Diocese, he is trying to involve other Deacons from within the Diocese.

St. Thomas Clinic Report by Judith Mullinix: The clinic continues to
serve numerous people every day and every week; 5-6 new patients are
seen weekly; 50-60 patients are seen on Wednesdays; a new pharmacist
and new counselors joined the clinic; the Clinic budget is in the deficit and
different forms of monies are being looked into; Judith will be in charge
until a new interim director is selected (interviews begin Jan. 31); the
interim director will enter into a 6 month letter of agreement; during this
time the Clinic and St. Thomas Church will discern if this is the outreach
ministry they are still called to or if the people of Johnson County would
be better served if the clinic moved to a different location (may have more
opportunities for grants.)

Vestry Champion Reports

Outreach: Dave Buchholz highlighted the various activities throughout
2014 noting funds raised and where monies were donated; St. Thomas
Clinic was the largest outreach project with 2,155 patients served and
over $2M services.

Stewardship: Robin Kares reported that there were 28 pledging units for
2014 (down from 36 in 2014 for a total of $73,304 (down from $87,892
in 2014).

Education: Elyssa Everling said we did not many adult forums or youth
worship in 2014 but is hoping it will improve in 2015.
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\Xorship: Pam Saenz noted that the Worship Committee meets to choose hymns for services based
on the liturgical seasons; they also choose the dates for the outside services. Mary Barrett joined St.
Thomas as the new music director.

Evangelism: Marikay Kapke reported the biggest event was “Bring a friend to church Sunday” with
about 80 people in attendance.

Communication: Jen Tullis created a new website—stthomasfranklin.org. We are able to update
and add as desired; a multitude of information can be gleaned from the website statistics (where
people go once they are on the site; etc.) St. Thomas is also on Facebook and Twitter. Jen
encouraged everyone to “like” and “share” in order to help spread the word about St. Thomas.

Junior Warden: Danny Bachman thanked everyone for their support and participation over his
three year term as Junior Warden. Cameras were installed for security (6 more to be installed);
$3100 was raised to replace the mower; funds will be raised for a new sign out front (~$1800).

Pastoral Care: Mike Ramsey noted that when needs arise they are usually handled by those most
close to those in need, but other people wonder if those needs are being met because it happens so
seamlessly; there are extra meals in the freezer, please continue; meals get dispersed as needed.

The Vestry Champion Reports were accepted and approved by the meeting attendees.

Financial Report: Robin Kares, assistant treasurer, gave the report. (Marti Ramsey was out of town.)
The 2014 budget and actual figures were reviewed noting the increase in 2014 utilities. Everyone
was asked to conserve and be mindful of resources. The 2014 Financial Report was approved by
meeting attendees. Robin then presented the 2015 Budget proposed by Marti Ramsey. The 2015
Budget was approved by the meeting attendees. (2015 Approved Budget is on page 3.)

Senior Warden Report: Mike Ramsey reviewed that ten years ago this month we committed to add
on to the building. He asked questions about our current commitment and about our individual
commitments to St. Thomas and asked how have they changed. Mike encouraged everyone to talk
with Vestry members, attend Vestry meetings, offer support and to lend a hand when needed. The
Senior Warden Report was approved by the meeting attendees.

Priest-in-Charge Report: The Reverend Whitney Rice reviewed 2014 Shared Ministry and shared
activities. She asked attendees “How are you going to be a disciple of Jesus Christ this year?” The
Priest-in-Charge Report was approved by the meeting attendees.

Elections: The outgoing Vestry members (Danny Bachman, Laura Skimina and Pam Saenz) make up
the Nominating Committee. They nominated Steve Faust and Wilma McDermott to serve on the
2015-2018 Vestry. Nominations were opened to the floor with no volunteers. Steve Faust and Wilma
McDermott were approved by the meeting attendees as the new Vestry members.

2015 Diocesan Delegates were presented as Ann Kieffer and Pam Saenz with Judith Mullinix as first
alternate and Dave Buchholz as second alternate. The Diocesan Convention delegates were
approved by the meeting attendees.

The Venerable Ron Goldfarb gave the closing prayer and the 2015 Annual Meeting was adjourned.
